
Friends of Cheyenne Mountain State Park Board Meeting

May 19, 2011
Members present were:  Glen Scott, Barb Scott, Susan Simmons, Pat Cooper, Lori O’Hare, Janeen Igou, Jack Busher, and Mitch Martin
The meeting was called to order at 5:30pm.  

The minutes from the last meeting (April 2011) were reviewed, and approved by a unanimous vote. 
Board Reorganization – Pam Scott and Barry Cooper both resigned.  Jack agreed to be the interim President until elections in the fall.

Reports

Treasurer’s Report: Our current spending balance is $1416.01 unrestricted funds in the 1st Bank account.   There is still $5065 left for the Camper Services project.  Barb asked the anonymous donor about using the remainder of the funds for a military mural and the donor suggested putting $1000 into the endowment for the soldier passes.   Based on current interest rates, it was felt very little would be made to use towards passes and the board unanimously voted to use the funds to complete the military history mural to go up in the Camper Services building.
Membership:   No news.  
Communications:  Jack is getting regular updates on the website.  Mitch wants Dani to pick up the Facebook page when she returns to work.  
Volunteer Update:   Linda has completed the Camper Services garden with volunteer help.  The Raptor monitoring is going well.  National Trails Day is the weekend of June 4th and 5th. Jack has projects planned for both days.
Park Manager Update

Dani is due back at the end of June at the earliest.  Brian Bond has 7 treatments left and then hopes to return to Colorado and come back to work on a limited basis two weeks after he returns to the state.  The Camp Hosts are all on board.  The Merger continues to evolve, the bill is on the Governor’s desk for signing.  The logo will change to symbolize both parks and wildlife.  More to come as it all gets figured out!
Old Business

Memorial and Donor Recognition Program:  No news.  
Camper Services Center project update:   Now to start the Military History aspect.  Glen discussed the Mountain Post Historical Center.  Phase I opens June 16.  He passed around some historical photos from the Post.  Some discussion was held about how to include all of the military presence in the area, especially NORAD.  The Mountain Post Historical Center does have a curator that may be able to help us with photos to include in our mural.  Glen is willing to work on this project with other board members.  
New Business

Prioritization of budget and activity support – tabled until the next meeting.
FCMSP Investment Strategy – tabled for the time being.
A date was set for NCLI for September 24th tentatively.  We may want to relook at this as there is a conflict already.  
Jack wanted to discuss food cards for his trail crews.  We decided it would be too difficult to keep track of receipts if each crew leader had their own card.  Thus, we will continue to provided 2 food cards and Mitch offered to help with getting them rotated between the 5 trail crew leaders.  A motion was made to approve $150 for the cards for the season.  Motion was approved unanimously.  

Board Evaluation Process – It was suggested that we do a Self-evaluation once a year.  This came about from a discussion Jack and Mitch had with Faye from the State Office.  She is also thinking of putting together a regional summit for friends’ board presidents and some members.   As part of the merger discussion she is going to see about changes in retail policies and funding for staff (can Friends groups provide funding to pay a naturalist? for example).  There is discussion again about an umbrella Friends group at the State Level so that not each Friend’s group has to apply for their own 501c3.  More to come on all this! 

A proposal to move the start time of the meetings to 5:00 instead of 5:30 was made.  This motion was approved.   If it doesn’t work out, we can always go back to 5:30.  

Motion was made to adjourn.  Motion approved unanimously.  Meeting adjourned at 7:00pm.
