September 21, 2006 Minutes

Old Business

The meeting was called to order at 5:35 pm

The minutes from the August 2006 meeting were reviewed.  A motion was made to approve the minutes and the motion carried unanimously.

Members:  No new members.  Jim will get a list of who is due for renewal to Rick and Lori so reminder postcards can go out.  
Grant Status:  October 2 is the meeting to determine whether our Junior Ranger grant will get funded.  Rich also indicated that State Parks is going to pursue an Open Space Grant from GOCO to help fund the purchase of the top of the mountain.  
Newsletter:  Monique brought the latest newsletter for us to look at and for Jim to post on the website.   
Events:  The Geo-caching event was a success.  About 20 people attended.  
Grand Opening:  Monique will check and make sure our shirt/cap combo’s have been ordered.  There was some discussion about getting a donation receptacle to have at our table for the grand opening.  Rick and Rich will discuss options for that.  An email vote will be done to approve the cost for having brochures printed as the estimate by Kinko’s was very high.  
Treasurer’s Report

The total balance in our account is $10,141.95.   A motion was made to amend the amount approved to purchase a tent to $250.00 after further research indicated the cost of the tent to be $200.  Motion carried unanimously.  The donation to TOSC was made including Glen’s match.  A motion was made to accept the treasurer’s report and that motion carried unanimously.
New Business
Jane wants to enter the park master plan in the Design Awards done yearly with a banquet announcing the winners held in January.  The submission fee is $50.00.  Thomas and Thomas won an award for their role in this last year.  A motion was made to approve the fee and enter the plan.  The motion carried unanimously.
Elections:  Some of the positions have expired.  We thought it best to table elections until after the park is open and we meet again in January to determine which positions are expired and to find interest in who might be willing to serve on the board.  

Park Ranger update
Rich introduced Bernie as the new Tourist Assistant for the park.  
The visitor center is behind schedule still.  Now the anticipated move in date is mid November.  There is consideration to have tours on opening day of the VC, but that will be determined later.  None of the roads will be paved for opening day.  
There will be a media day on October 17.  Jim and Rick and Rich will be on hand to talk to the media about the park and the Friends group.
Invitations have gone out to about 700 people for the grand opening.  Parking and a shuttle will be available at Pikes Peak Community College.  
Plans are being made for the grand opening.  Set up will be the day before.  Everyone will be in tents.  The Friends can help with set up and take down.  Refreshments will consist of cookies, lemonade, coffee and water.  GOCO is sponsoring a reception afterward at El Pomar at 1:00  that is invitation only.  Monique made a brochure about the park and possibly reversed our website (cmspfriends) on it.  She will check and if it is reversed, contact Jim about the purchase of the reversal.  We discussed having a small gift to give away.  Some research will be done and an email vote taken if needed on the item and the cost.  The estimate is we would need about 1000 items.  
The Council of Neighborhood Organization (CONO) is hosting a community forum on Sat. September 30 from 9:00 – 2:00 at the City Auditorium.  State Parks will have a booth and Rich offered to let the Friends participate in that event with the Park personnel.  Lori volunteered to work from 9 – 11 and Rick will send out an email to see if others can fill the remaining time.  There will also be a work day at the park going on at the same time.
