
Friends of Cheyenne Mountain State Park Board Meeting
July, 13, 2015
The meeting was called to order by Pat Cooper at 5:02 pm.
Members present were:   Pat Cooper, Lori O’Hare, Susan Simmons, Glen and Barb Scott, Jack Busher, Erika, Ralph Cadwallader and Mitch Martin.
The May minutes as sent by e-mail were approved by unanimous vote.
Reports
Secretary:  Jack asked that the May minutes as sent by e-mail be approved.  Glen seconded.  The minutes were approved by unanimous vote.
Treasurer’s Report:   Total assets are: $26,241.74.  52 military passes were used on the 3rd.  
Membership:  There are 24 life memberships, and 19 paid up members.   There has been no new member and two renewals.  Pat has ordered stickers for windshield.  They will be given to new members. 
Communications:   the newsletter went out to 252 people.  There were 103 views. 13 comments.  There were 177 likes on Facebook and 213 views.  Darcy sent a link to the GoCo video of the park.  It was very well done.
Volunteer update:  There will be a volunteer meeting on the 15th.  The history committee will be in charge.  It will be at Camper Services.
Park Manager Update: There has been a lot of damage done to trails and the archery range due to the rain.  There are creeks where there have never been creeks.  The road has major damage to the asphalt.  It would cost about $6000 to repair the road.  Mitch said the repair will be done internally to save money.

 The tussock moth larvae is destroying Douglas fir and spruce trees in the park.  It was advised last year that the moth had a two year cycle and would be gone this year.  It does not appear to be the case.  Spraying will be done next spring.  The trees that are dead will be cut down and keep on site, though laid across the slope to mitigate erosion.  Cheyenne Mountain air station will cost share the mitigation.
There is a bill that will give free access to military to state parks in August.  They will just need to come to the visitor center to get their hang tag.

Mitch thought the events center plaza looks like a good possibility.  He will put it on his small capital request at the end of the year.  If approved, it could be started July 1st.

Old Business:   The CM race committee has not met.  There has been $700 cash donations so far.  There are two entries.  Pat will send a sponsor letter to board members so they can send them to potential sponsors.  Also, let Pat know if you have an idea for a sponsor.  If you are uncomfortable trying to get donations, she can do it.
There were 135 children at Heritage Day and 370 adults.  Parking was the biggest challenge.  It was good to coincide with an activity at Fort Carson. There are 30 military passes left.  Glen asked Erika to send him 5 photos for the Neef III grant.
Lori and Erika committed on GIVE.  A Twitter account has been created.  There are several dates for media training.  Any of the board members can attend.  We need to have matching grant agreement forms filed by September 8th.  Barb was going to look into asking the Kerns to give their $1500 yearly grant through GIVE.  We are participants in the category The Great Outdoors.  We are one of nine.
The primary focus should be recognition by the community.
Jeanette is looking for a place to put Friends information in Camper Services.  Possibly a magnetic board.  There could be a shallow shelf mounted on the wall for a donation box.
Pat said Bristol Brewery has not replied to her requests for a Red Tail Friends beer.
New Business:  The board felt the Art in the Park art should be labeled and priced by the painting.

Glen asked about replacing the carpeting in Camper Services.  Mitch said Sam would look into it.
Lori will take over the branded cookies.

Jack asked about purchasing boot scrapers for the Visitor Center, Camper Services and Lime Kiln trail.  They would have to be very sturdy and cleanable.  Big R was a suggested place to look.  Pat suggested trying to get them donated.

The meeting was adjourned at 6:25.  The next meeting will be August 10th.
